When connected to the Internet ,  type this in the Address bar of your browser (be sure the 

address slot is empty first) and tap Enter. Your browser will display the Seniornet Garden City 

Home Page. From this page you can navigate all around the site using the buttons and links on 

the pages. 

There are two new features of importance on the Home page 

.  Below the tri-angle graphic there is a red bordered button 

which, when clicked, will jump to an Enquiry form which 

prospective members can fill out and submit . They will then 

be sent  by  mail a Membership Application form which they can return with their subscription. 

Please encourage prospective members to use this approach as it is more positive  than leaving 

an answerphone message. Lower down there is now a link to Make  the  Seniornet  page the 

“Homepage” which when clicked will set your  browser to always open at that page. Don’t be 

alarmed by selecting  this as it’s easily changed  if you have second thoughts. 

In the column of buttons down the left-hand side there is one labeled “Apply to Join Us” and 

when selected will open a Membership Application Form.  An alternative to the  email  

Enquiry form process outlined above, this form may be printed (a Print 

link is on the page) and posted in  with the subscription to join.  

Also in the column of buttons is one labeled “Apply for Course”. We 

would encourage all members to use this Form to apply to take a Course 

as this will keep a proper track of who has applied and paid for what.  

This form may also be printed from the Print link on the page. 

Also, in the column of buttons you will see one labeled “Workshops”. 

Clicking this will open a page with a display of Workshops we can run.

it. On this page is a link which will open a Workshop Application Form.  Print and fill out the 

Form and follow the instructions on the form to apply to join a workshop.

PDF 
What is PDF? 

Portable Document Format (PDF) is the defacto standard for the 

secure and reliable distribution and exchange of electronic 

documents and forms from around the world. 

Cute PDF Writer (formerly Cute PDF Printer) is free software. 

This enables Windows applications to create and print any 

printable PDF documents. It is an easy way to transfer (send) 

documents by E-mail. 

To view PDF files sent by E-mail. They can be viewed and printed 

on a program called Adobe Acrobat reader. See below * 

PDF files are unable to be edited in the Acrobat reader. 

You can open and read PDF files then save to your harddrive. 

Microsoft Office Word 2007 and 2010 have an automatic function 

where by a document can be saved as PDF. Creating a document 

using Excel, Publisher or Microsoft Word, saving as PDF Format 

and sent by e-mail, will not be able to be opened unless the 

recipient has the above programs (applications on their 

computer). 

There are compatibility programs available on the Microsoft 

website which allows you to read files created in different 

versions of Office, eg. an Office 2010 file able to be read in the 

Office 2003 program.

How many 

Cookies do I keep  ? 

A VERY BRIEF WORD ABOUT COOKIES 
 
A COMMON MISCONCEPTION IS THAT………. 
“Cookies are programs that Web sites put on your hard disk. They sit on your computer gathering 
information about you and everything you do on the Internet, and whenever the Web site wants to it can 
download all of the information the cookie has collected. “  THIS IS NOT TRUE 
 
A cookie is a piece of text that a Web server can store on a user’s hard disk. Cookies allow a Web site 
to store information on a user’s machine and later retrieve it. 
 
How do Web sites use cookies? 
Cookies evolved because they solve a big problem for the people who implement Web sites. In the 
broadest sense, a cookie allows a site to store state information on your machine. This information lets a 
Web site remember what state your browser is in. An ID is one simple piece of state information -- if an 
ID exists on your machine, the site knows that you have visited before. The state is, "Your browser has 
visited the site at least one time," and the site knows your ID from that visit. 
 
Web sites use cookies in many different ways. Here are some of the most common examples: 
Sites can accurately determine how many people actually visit the site. It turns out that because of proxy 
servers, caching, concentrators and so on, the only way for a site to accurately count visitors is to set a 
cookie with a unique ID for each visitor. Using cookies, sites can determine: 
        How many visitors arrive 
        How many are new versus repeat visitors 
        How often a visitor has visited  
        How long you were at the site 
        Which pages you looked at, which items of interest you clicked on etc., etc. 
The way the site does this is by using a database. The first time a visitor arrives, the site creates a new 
ID in the database and sends the ID as a cookie. The next time the user comes back, the site can 
increment a counter associated with that ID in the database and know how many times that visitor 
returns and so on.

the browser to return the state information to the origin site. The state 

information can be used for authentication, identification of a user session, user's 

preferences, shopping cart contents, or anything else that can be accomplished 

through storing text data. 

 

If you do not have Cookies enabled on your machine many web sites will not 

allow you to visit or browse the site, this may include sites like TradeMe and 

Google sites which need information to gather their advertising revenue.
