." Formatting emails"
1. Do not type in all caps. That's yelling or reflects shouting emphasis.

2. If you bold your type, know you are bolding your statement and it will be taken

that way by the other side. Do not use patterned backgrounds. This makes your

email harder to read.

3. Stay away from fancy fonts -- only the standard fonts are on all computers.

4. Use *emoticons sparingly to ensure your tone and intent are clear.

5. Typing your emails in all small case gives the perception of lack of education, or

laziness.

6. Refrain from using multiple font colours in one email. It makes your email

harder to view and can add to your intent being misinterpreted.

7. Use formatting sparingly. Instead try to rely on choosing the most accurate words

possible to reflect your tone and avoid misunderstandings in the process.

." Email attachments

1. When sending large attachments, always 'zip' or compress them before sending.

2. Never send large attachments without notice! Always ask what would be the best

time to send them first.

3. Learn how to resample or resize graphics to about 600 pixels in width before

attaching them to an email. This will greatly reduce download time.

4. Never open an attachment from someone you don't know.

5. It is better to spread multiple attachments over several

emails rather than attaching them all to one email to avoid

clogging the pipeline.

6. Make sure the other side has the same software as you

before sending attachments or they may not be able to open

your attachment. Use PDF when possible.

Don’t reply to mail or pop-up messages that ask for personal or financial information, and don’t click on links in the message.

Don’t cut and paste in a link from the message into your Web browser—phishers can make links look as if they go one place, but that actually send you to different site. Forward phishing emails to spam@uce.gov-and to the company, bank, or organisation impersonated in the phishing email
